During the Andalusia tour, you will be accompanied by a local Muslim guide specializing in Islamic
history and heritage of Spain, offering deep insights into the legacy of Muslim rule in the region.

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SPAIN — AL-ANDALUS HERITAGE TOUR
Day 1 — November 22, 2026
Departure from Dallas (DFW)

The group will depart from Dallas Fort Worth International Airport (DFW) to Istanbul, Tiirkiye on Turkish Airlines
at 8:25 PM.

Day 2 — November 23, 2026
Arrival in Istanbul
Arrival at Istanbul International Airport.

After immigration procedures, travelers with U.S. passports may obtain their Turkish visa upon arrival without
additional fees. Travelers with non-U.S. passports should obtain their visa online prior to departure.

Your luggage will be checked through to your final destination in Spain. Turkish Airlines representatives will assist
the group and arrange transfer to the hotel.

Overnight stay in Istanbul.

Day 3 — November 24, 2026
Istanbul — Seville (Spain)
After breakfast, the group will transfer to Istanbul Airport for the flight to Seville (Sevilla — dukui)).

Flight departure: approximately 1:50 PM
Arrival in Seville: approximately 4:45 PM

Upon arrival, our local team will welcome the group and transfer you to the hotel.
After a short rest, we will begin an evening guided tour of historic Islamic Seville, including:

¢ Royal Alcazar of Seville — a magnificent palace reflecting Moorish Islamic architecture
¢ Torre del Oro — historic watchtower along the Guadalquivir River

¢ Santa Cruz Quarter — the old Jewish district with deep Moorish influences

¢ La Giralda Tower — the former minaret of the Great Mosque of Seville built in 1182

Enjoy an atmospheric evening walk through the beautifully illuminated historic district.

Overnight in Seville.
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Day 4 — November 25, 2026

Cordoba — The Jewel of Islamic Spain

After breakfast, we depart around 8:00 AM for Cordoba (4,3), approximately a 90-minute drive.
Cordoba was once one of the greatest cities in the world during the height of the Umayyad Caliphate.
Highlights include:

e Medinat Al-Zahra — archaeological ruins of the magnificent palace city built by the Umayyad Caliph
Abd al-Rahman llI

¢ Interactive Museum of Medinat Al-Zahra

¢ The Great Mosque of Cordoba (Mezquita) — one of the most remarkable Islamic architectural
monuments in the world

¢ Jewish Quarter (Juderia)

e Roman Bridge of Cordoba

e Calahorra Tower

e Hammam Al-Andalus

Return to the hotel after the tour.

Day 5 — November 26, 2026

Malaga & Ronda

After breakfast, we depart for Malaga (&)%), approximately a 2-hour drive.
After hotel check-in, we will explore key historic sites including:

e Alcazaba of Malaga — an 11th-century Moorish fortress with beautiful gardens and courtyards
¢ Gibralfaro Fortress connected by the historic fortified wall "La Coracha"

¢ Al-Andalus Mosque — an active mosque reflecting traditional Andalusian design

If time permits, we will also visit:

Ronda (5.3 d2ilb)

A breathtaking historic town famous for:

e Arab Baths (Hammam)

e Almocabar Gate
e Stunning cliffside architecture
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Casares

A traditional Andalusian village with preserved Muslim-era streets, fortress remains, and foundations of historic
mosques.

Overnight in Malaga.

Day 6 — November 27, 2026
Granada & The Alhambra Palace
After breakfast we travel to Granada (dbUy£).

Here we visit the legendary Alhambra Palace, the most visited monument in Spain and the finest preserved
Muslim royal palace in Europe.

Highlights include:

¢ The Nasrid Palaces

e Court of the Lions

¢ Royal residences of the Muslim Sultans

¢ Beautiful gardens and courtyards

e Arabic inscriptions of Qur'an, poetry, and du'a engraved in palace walls

We will also visit:

¢ The Grand Mosque of Granada and perform Jumu’ah prayer
e Albaicin — the historic Muslim quarter overlooking the Alhambra
¢ Alpujarra Mountains, where Muslims secretly practiced Islam for over 150 years after the fall of Granada

Return to Malaga in the evening.

Day 7 — November 28, 2026

Malaga — Jeddah

After breakfast, transfer to Malaga Airport for the flight to Jeddah.

Flight Departure: 12:40 PM
Arrival in Jeddah: 12:55 AM (November 29)
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Travelers should wear Thram at the airport or during transit and make the intention for Umrah when approaching
the Migat during the flight.

After immigration and baggage collection, we proceed to Makkah.

Upon arrival at the hotel, the group will perform Umrah.

Day 8 — November 29, 2026

Makkah

Breakfast at the hotel.

Group orientation with the Imam and group leader.

Rest of the day free for worship at Masjid Al-Haram.

Day 9 — November 30, 2026

Makkah Ziyarah Tour

After breakfast, we will visit historical sites in Makkah including:

e Jabal Al-Nur (Cave of Hira)
e Jabal Thawr

e Jannatul Mualla Cemetery
e Mount Arafat

e Jabal Al-Rahmah

In the evening we will visit the Makkah Museum.

Day 10 — December 1, 2026

Travel to Madinah

After breakfast, we check out and transfer to the Haramain High-Speed Train Station.

Train departure around 1:00 PM.

Arrival in Madinah around 3:00-4:00 PM.

After Isha prayer we will take a walking tour around Masjid An-Nabawi.

Day 13 — December 4, 2026
Free day to prepare for Friday Prayer at Masjid An-Nabawi.
